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Tết (short for Tết Nguyên Đán) is one of the most important holidays for Vietnamese culture! It is called Lunar New Year in English. It occurs in February. Depending on the year, we know when Tết occurs. In 2022, it will occur on February 1st and will last for 9 days. There are 12 Vietnamese zodiac signs.
